This will help us take the
appropriate action and communication in school and reduce the need for us to contact you for more
detailed information

The table further below lists situations regarding Covid -19 and what actions to take as a parent/carer. This
will hopefully inform you as to the correct procedure to take should you, your child or anyone in your
household display symptoms or test positive for Covid 19.

As always we will continue to communicate information at each of the stages below and inform you of the
necessary action which may be needed every step of the way. Information will be shared with parents 7
days a week via email and text regarding reported symptoms in bubbles, negative and positive test results
and subsequent next steps.

« Self-isolate for at least 14 days

e Inform school immediately about test
result

...they feel better. They can
return to school after 14 days
even if they have a cough or
loss of smell/taste. These
symptoms can last for several
weeks once the infection is
gone.
